As our garden continues to flourish — so too do our recipes! It’s zucchini and eggplants in abundance this
fortnight! We welcomed the rain into our garden (although some of our beds overflowed) and the plants are back
on track. Ox Heart tomatoes are incredible not only in size but also in flavour!

We have been collecting, drying and bagging up seeds and herbs from our garden. Bags of bay leaf, mint,
rosemary and thyme have been done and tomato, zucchini, eggplant, capsicum, basil and oregano seeds are on
sale at our Friday produce stall.

We also held our first STEAM lesson in the garden. The kids picked the produce and then we whipped up a couple
of fritters: zucchini, basil & thyme; carrot, parsley & cumin; tomato, onion & mint and served them with a nut-free
basil pesto, lactose-free cannellini & rosemary dip and yummy ztaztiki!

As the warmer weather is still upon us, keeping hydrated is important. So, why not create flavoured water from
fruits, vegetables and herbs that will certainly keep everyone interested — kids especially if you let them loose in
the garden! Here’s a simple recipe for your records.

So, from our garden to your plate — here are a couple of recipes utilising the produce our giardino has given us (in
abundance this fortnight). I’'m sure the kids will love them in their lunchbox too!
